WHEREAS, for fiscal year 2022-2023, funds in the amount of $210,000 have been allocated to
fund this program; and

WHEREAS, the Nonprofit Social Service Agency Allocation Review Committee met on June
18, 2022, to review requests submitted by nonprofit social service agencies and has submitted its
recommendations to the Board of Commissioners; and

WHEREAS, after review of the recommendations and discussion at the Board’s July 6th, 2022
public meeting;

NOW, THEREFORE IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT:
