3. Lincoln County Behavioral Health Services:

Launching CORE (Community Outreach & Recovery Education) which is a newly formed team designed to help
address the ongoing behavioral health impacts of the recent wildfires as well as COVID-19. Mental health
outreach workers will support the community’s resilience by helping to strengthen natural support systems,
connect folks to needed resources, and to provide brief & community-based coping-skills to those affected by
the wildfires. CORE is wanting to build relationships with community partners to channel outreach &
resilience-building efforts.

4. Post Disaster Debris Management Clean Up Process:

Lincoln County Solid Waste District is providing resource information for those property owners who are
engaged in their own recovery efforts. Additionally, we are working with State and Federal resources on
debris removal assistance programs.
e EPA’s Phase | collection of Household Hazardous Waste is now completed.
e Phase Il cleanup of hazardous trees, metals, concrete, and ash is set to begin in December. Phase Il will
be managed by ODOT.

To protect waterways and fish habitats, we are continuing to work with EPA, DEQ, and the Lincoln County Soil
and Water Conservation District on erosion control measures.

FEMA Recovery at a Glance:

Lincoln County Report

Disaster Unemployment Assistance (DUA):

The deadline to apply has been extended to Nov. 27, 2020. Info Sheet

Financial Assistance:

230 individuals and households have been approved for nearly $1.8 million in federal grants
through FEMA'’s Individuals and Households Program.

More than $4.9 million in U.S. Small Business Administration low-interest disaster loans have been
approved for 34 homeowners and renters as of Nov. 13.

Housing Assistance:

More than $1.4 million in grants approved for housing repairs or replacement for 121 homeowners.
$387,993 in grants have been approved for personal property, transportation and other disaster-
related serious needs for 204 applicants.

317 home inspections have been issued with 99 percent completed.

FEMA Direct Temporary Housing Approval:

Lincoln County has been approved to participate in FEMA’s Direct Temporary Housing Program.
Survivors do not apply for Direct Temporary Housing, rather FEMA will contact applicants who are
eligible and meet the criteria established for the program.

FEMA is contacting eligible survivors to determine their interest and explain the program. Based on the
information provided by the applicant, FEMA determines the type of housing that will best meet the
needs of each survivor’s family.

Assistance is available for up to 18 months from the date of the disaster declaration (Sept. 15, 2020
through March 15, 2022) while survivors work toward their long-term housing solution.

Outreach to Survivors:

The External Outreach Site at Lincoln County Outlet Mall, 1500 E. Devils Lake Rd., Suite 200, Lincoln
City, OR 97367, closed Nov. 14 and assisted 125 visitors.

There have been 12 Speaker’s Bureau events, providing information regarding FEMA programs
throughout disaster-affected communities.

Through Disaster Survivor Assistance (DSA) field outreach, 242 survivors were referred to disaster
resources and recovery partners for needs beyond what FEMA can provide as of Nov. 9.

Through DSA virtual outreach, at least 32,812 people were reached via 76 organizations and non-
congregate shelters willing to disseminate disaster assistance information aka, DSA Distro Packet as of
Nov. 9.
