Typically, spring, summer and fall

Driven by unseasonable high temperatures

Extreme fire conditions occur during Red Flag Warnings
requiring extra caution and early calls to 911

The NWS issues a Red Flag Warning, in conjunction with land management

agencies, to alert people to an ongoing or expected critical fire weather
pattern.

When able, activities should be conducted in a cleared area* that
has a charged garden hose, or one 2.5 pound or larger fire
extinguisher available.

Sky Lanterns and Target Practice with tracer rounds or exploding
targets is prohibited.

*Cleared area means an area cleared of all flammable vegetation and debris in a 50’ radius.
