Composition of Wildfire Smoke

« Wildfire smoke is a complex mixture of gases and
particles that interact and change as they move away
from the fire. Of all the pollutants in wildfire smoke, fine

particulate matter (PM, ) poses the greatest risk to
human health.

« The microscopic soot particles can be inhaled deep into
the lungs, where they may cause inflammation and
Irritation. Volatile organic compounds and other gases
can also irritate the eyes, nose, throat, and lungs.

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Particulate Matter (PM) Basics

* PM stands for particulate matter (also called particle
pollution) - the term for a mixture of solid particles and liquid
droplets found in the air. Some particles, such as dust, dirt,
soot, or smoke, are large or dark enough to be seen with the
naked eye. Others are so small they can only be detected
using an electron microscope.

 Particle pollution includes:

PM10: inhalable particles, with diameters that are generally 10
micrometers and smaller; and

PM?2.5: fine inhalable particles, with diameters that are generally
2.5 micrometers and smaller. How small is 2.5 micrometers?
Think about a single hair from your head. The average human hair
is about 70 micrometers in diameter — making it 30 times larger

than the largest fine particle.

Impacts of Wildfire Smoke

+ Breathing in smoke can affect you right away, causing:
Coughing
Trouble breathing
Wheezing
Asthma attacks
Stinging eyes
Scratchy throat
Runny nose
Irritated sinuses
Headaches
Tiredness
Chest pain
Fast heartbeat

- Be ready to protect yourself against smoke and ash before, during,
and after a wildfire.

Recommendations For Everyone

* Pay attention to local air quality reports. Listen and watch for news or health
warnings about smoke. Find out if your community provides reports about the
Environmental Protection Agency's Air Quality Index (AQl). Also pay attention
to public health messages about taking additional safety measures.

* Refer to visibility guides if they are available. Not every community has a
monitor that measures the amount of particles that are in the air. In the
Western part of the United States, some communities have guidelines to help
people estimate the Air Quality Index (AQl) based on how far they can see.

* |If you are advised to stay indoors, keep indoor air as clean as possible. Keep
windows and doors closed unless it is extremely hot outside. Run an air
conditioner if you have one but keep the fresh air intake closed and the filter
clean to prevent outdoor smoke from getting inside. Running a high efficiency
particulate air (HEPA) filter or an electro-static precipitator (ESP) can also help
you keep your indoor air clean. If you do not have an air conditioner and it is
too warm to stay inside with the windows closed, seek shelter elsewhere.




Recommendations For Everyone

* Do not add to indoor pollution. When smoke levels are high, do not use
anything that burns, such as candles, fireplaces, or gas stoves. Do not vacuum,
because vacuuming stirs up particles already inside your home. Do not smoke,
because smoking puts even more pollution into the air.

* Do not rely on masks for protection. For more information about effective
masks, see the Respirator Fact Sheet provided by CDC’s National Institute for
Occupational Safety and Health.

Recommendations for People
With Chronic Diseases

- Have an adequate supply of medication (more than five
days).

+ If you have asthma, make sure you have a written asthma
management plan.

+ If you have heart disease, check with your health care
providers about precautions to take during smoke events.

« If you plan to use a portable air cleaner, select a high
efficiency particulate air (HEPA) filter or an electro-static
precipitator (ESP). Buy one that matches the room size
specified by the manufacturer.

 Call your health care provider if your condition gets worse
when you are exposed to smoke.




What can you do?

Reduce time spent outdoors

Reduce time you engage in vigorous outdoor activity

Stay hydrated. Drink plenty of water

Reduce other sources of indoor smoke and dust

This includes cigarettes, candles, gas, propane and wood burning stoves,
and vacuuming

If you are advised to stay indoors — Keep indoor air clean!
Close doors and windows
Run a HEPA Filter
Run an air conditions with the fresh air intake closed and the filter clean

If necessary, seek shelter in a location where you can close windows and
doors or outside of the impacted area

Frequently asked questions about
wildfire smoke and public health

Wildfire smoke

Q: Why is wildfire smoke hat for my health?

A: Wildfire smoke is a mixture of gases and
fine particles from burning trees and other
plant material. The gases and fine particles
can be dangerous if inhaled. In wildfires,
carbon monoxide is mainly a risk to people
(like firefighters) who work near smoldering
areas. Smoke can irritate your eyes and your
respiratory system, and worsen chronic heart
and lung diseases. The amount and length of
smoke exposure, as well as a person's age
and degree of susceptibility, play a role in
determining if someone will experience smoke-related health problems. If you are experiencing
serious medical problems for any reason, seek medical attention immediately.

Q: Why is everyone taiking about particulate matter?

A: The particulate matter {also called “PM”) in wildfire smoke poses the biggest risk to the
public’s health. The potential health effects vary based on the type of plants burning,
atmospheric conditions and, most importantly, the size of the particles. Particles larger than
10 micrometers usually irritate only the eyes, nose and throat. Fine particles 2.5 micrometers
or smaller (PM2.5) can be inhaled into the deepest part of the lungs, and may cause greater
health concern.

Health effects of wildfire smoke

Q: Who is most likely to have health effects from wildfire smoke exposure?

A: Smoke may worsen symptoms for people who have pre-existing health conditions and those
who are particularly sensitive to air pollution. Sensitive groups include:

¢ Persons with asthma or other chronic » Infants and children

respiratory disease * Pregnant woman
* Persons with cardiovascular disease * Smokers, especially those who have
+ Persons > 65 years of age smoked for several years

Why you may need an air cleaner

Wildfires, wood stoves, cigarettes and smoke from cooking all contain fine particles from smoke.
When you breathe, these particles ¢can get into the blood stream and cause serious health problems.
Some people are more sensitive to the harmful effects of fine particles. These include children and

people who have heart disease or chronic lung disease including asthma. People age 65 or over and
pregnant women can also be at higher risk.

What to do to decrease health risk from smoke
People in danger of serious health problems from smoke can use an air cleaner at home to decrease
their risk. Effective air filters include:

+ High efficiency particulate air (HEPA} filters

* Electro-static precipitator (ESP) filters

Is there a DIY filter option?
If a HEPA ar ESP filter is not available, you might consider a DIY option.
+ You can make a DIY air filter by attaching a furnace filter on a box fan.
* For a DIY filter to be effective, you will need to completely cover the fan’s surface with a HEPA
or rated MERV-13 or higher.
+ Filters 3 to 5 inches thick will last longer than thinner ones.

Keep these safety tips in mind with DIY filters
It is very important to turn off the filter when you leave the house.

Turn off and unplug the fan and contact the retailer or manufacturer if you notice a burning
smell or unusual noises.

Make sure your fire and smoke alarms are functional.

Replace the fan every several years and change filters when dirty or when the
manufacturer recommends.

Hazy, smoky air: Do you know what to do?

* Limit your exposure to wildfire smoke.

* Reduce time spent outdoors.
This can usually provide some protection, especially in a tightly closed, air-conditioned
house. Set your A/C to recycle or recirculate, when at home or in your car, to limit
your exposure.

* Reduce time you engage in vigorous outdoor activity.
It can be an important, effective way to lower the amount of smoke you are breathing
in. It can minimize health risks during a smoke event.

o Stay hydrated. Drink plenty of water.

* Reduce other sources of indoor smoke and dust.
These can be burning cigarettes, candles, gas, propane and wood burning stoves and
furnaces, and vacuuming.

* Check current air quality conditions.

Wildfire Smoke and Animals

* As irritating as smoke can be to people, it can cause health problems for animals as
well. Smoke from wildfires and other large blazes affects pets, horses, livestock and
wildlife. If you can see or feel the effects of smoke yourself, you also should take
precautions to keep your animals — both pets and livestock — safe.

* Animals with cardiovascular or respiratory disease are especially at risk from smoke
and should be closely watched during all periods of poor air quality. Look for the
following signs of possible smoke or dust irritation in animals. If any of your animals
are experiencing any of these signs, please consult your veterinarian.

Coughing or gagging

Difficulty breathing, including open mouth breathing and increased noise when
breathing

Eye irritation and excessive watering
Inflammation of throat or mouth
Nasal discharge

Asthma-like symptoms

Increased breathing rate

Fatigue or weakness

Disorientation or stumbling
Reduced appetite and/or thirst




Wildfire Smoke and Animals

* Tips to protect pets

Keep pets indoors as much as possible, and keep your windows
shut.

Birds are particularly susceptible and should not be allowed
outside when smoke or particulate matter are present.

Let dogs and cats outside only for brief bathroom breaks if air
quality alerts are in effect.

Avoid intense outdoor exercise during periods of poor air quality.
Exercise pets when dust and smoke has settled.

Have a pet evacuation kit ready and include your animals in your
disaster preparedness planning.

Wildfire Smoke and Animals

* Tips to protect livestock

Limit exercise when smoke is visible. Especially don’t require
animals to perform activities that substantively increase airflow into
and out of the lungs.

Provide plenty of fresh water near feeding areas.

Limit dust exposure by feeding low-dust or dust-free feeds and
sprinkling or misting the livestock holding area.

Plan to give livestock 4 to 6 weeks to recuperate after the air quality
returns to normal. Attempting to handle, move, or transport livestock
may delay healing and compromise your animals’ performance.

Have a livestock evacuation plan ready in advance. If you don't have
enough trailers to quickly transport all of your animals, contact
neighbors, local haulers, farmers, producers, or other transportation
providers to establish a network of reliable resources that can
provide transportation in the event you need to evacuate your
animals.

Good barn and field maintenance can reduce fire danger for horses
and other livestock. Make sure barns and other structures are stable,
promptly remove dead trees, clear away brush, and maintain a
defensible space around structures.
