Summary: Amends the Oregon 
Constitution to grant the Oregon House 
of Representatives the power to impeach 
statewide elected officials in the executive 
branch, and to grant the Oregon Senate 
the power to try an impeachment received 
from the House. Currently, the statewide 
elected officials of the executive branch 
are the Governor, the Secretary of State, 
the State Treasurer, the Attorney General 
and the Commissioner of the Bureau of 
Labor and Industries. At present, the only 
way to remove these officials is through 
recall election. The measure permits 
the House to impeach for malfeasance, 
corrupt conduct in office, willful neglect 
of constitutional duty or other felony or 
high crime. Requires “yes” vote of at least 
two-thirds (40) of Representatives to 
send impeachment resolution to Senate.

State must
balance healthcare funding against funding for
schools, other essential services; courts must
respect balance.

The constitution does not require the state to
ensure access to affordable health care; state
provides some healthcare access.

Summary: Amends Constitution. Current state law
outlines the general requirements for health
insurance policies and provides health care for low
income and disabled residents who meet eligibility
requirements. Amends the Oregon Constitution to
establish health care as a fundamental right;
obligates the state to provide Oregon residents
"access to cost-effective, clinically appropriate and
affordable health care.” Amendment requires the
state to balance that obligation against the public
interest in funding public schools and other
essential public services.

Under measure, a court or probation or
parole agency is allowed to order a person
convicted of a crime to engage in education,
counseling, treatment, community service, or other
alternatives to incarceration, as part of sentencing
for the crime. Ordered programs must be in line
with programs that historically, or in the future,
have been in place to provide for accountability,
reformation, protection of society, or rehabilitation.
Effect on current constitutional provisions requiring
inmate work programs unclear.

Estimate of Financial Impact: The financial impact
to state and local expenditures and revenues is
indeterminate. The measure removes language
allowing slavery and involuntary servitude as a
punishment for a crime. The measure does not
require additional state government revenues or
expenditures however the impact of the measure
will depend on potential legal action or changes to
inmate work programs.

111 Amends Constitution: State must ensure

Result of “Yes” Vote: “Yes” vote requires state to
ensure affordable healthcare access. State must
balance healthcare funding against funding for
schools, other essential services; courts must
respect balance.

Result of “No” Vote: “No” vote retains current law.
The constitution does not require the state to
ensure access to affordable health care; state
provides some healthcare access.

Summary: Amends Constitution. Current state law
outlines the general requirements for health
insurance policies and provides health care for low
income and disabled residents who meet eligibility
requirements. Amends the Oregon Constitution to
establish health care as a fundamental right;
obligates the state to provide Oregon residents
"access to cost-effective, clinically appropriate and
affordable health care.” Amendment requires the
state to balance that obligation against the public
interest in funding public schools and other
essential public services.

Estimate of Financial Impact: The financial impact
to state and local expenditures and revenues is
indeterminate. The measure removes language
allowing slavery and involuntary servitude as a
punishment for a crime. The measure does not
require additional state government revenues or
expenditures however the impact of the measure
will depend on potential legal action or changes to
inmate work programs.

Estimate of Financial Impact: The intent of the
measure is for revenues from permits to cover
administrative costs. Cost estimates related to the
measure were received from state and local
government. However, there is uncertainty in the
assumptions regarding the estimates made,
including the projections of the number of permit
applications, the revenue associated with those
permits and other related costs. There is also
uncertainty in potential cost savings to state and
local government expenditures due to an expected
decrease in firearm related injuries and death.
Therefore, the financial impact of Measure 114 for
state and local governments is indeterminate.

Summary: This measure would amend the 
City Charter. In 2024, the City of Toledo 
conducted the first comprehensive review 
and update to Toledo’s City Charter since 
it was adopted in 1993.
