



Alternative Treatment Technologies (ATTs)





  Overview



Alternative Treatment Technologies (ATT) are treatment systems that do not conform to DEQ standard system guidelines. Commonly, ATT's incorporate an aerobic treatment process and discharge to a smaller than average absorption facility.  ATT's are required when a standard septic system cannot sufficiently mitigate environmental and/or health hazards for a specific site or use. 



Operation and Maintenance


The DEQ requires that a certified maintenance provider maintain each installed ATT system. The owner of this type of system must submit an initial operation and maintenance contract when applying for an ATT Installation permit. In addition, the property owner must maintain a current contract at all times throughout the life of the system.

Your maintenance provider will upload and maintain the information through OnlineRME, including your maintenance contract, the annual inspection report, and the required annual report evaluation fee on your behalf. However. The property owner must ensure the onsite wastewater system is properly maintained and the operation and maintenance requirements are met.
